Being Rooted in Grounded in the God kind 
of love is the best place to start and live



“ROOTED” is an agricultural term 
Like a tree, the believer’s life must have 
deep roots. 
“GROUNDED” is an architectural term 
Like a building, the believer’s life must 
have a solid foundation. 
Without roots, there is no growth. 
Without a foundation, there is no 
useful structure.

4. HIGH: Lifts believers into heavenly places and 
eternal purpose.
